There is also a link to Settings in
the navigation links on the right side of the home page. The option to change your
password is located near the bottom of the Settings page.

Posting in the Discussion Forum

Anyone can view posts in the Discussion Forum, but you need to join the Online Community to
ask questions or post comments in the Forum.

Start a new discussion by clicking the “+ New” button on the Discussion Forum web page.
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Browse by Topic

Enter a short description in the “Subject” box, and then write your comment or question in the
“Description” box. We also encourage you to enter keywords in the “Tag” box, to make your
comment easier to find on the site. You may enter a new Tag or select an existing Tag from the
pop-up window. To add a hyperlink, video, image, or file to your post, click on “Insert” and select
the appropriate link from the drop-down menu.

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When you are finished composing your message, click “Post” at the bottom of the page. Your
comment or question will be shared with other members of the Online Community.

Managing Notifications

Once you join the Online Community, you can also request to receive email notifications and/or
live alerts when someone starts a new discussion or replies to a message. You can do this by
clicking “Turn Forum notifications on” on the Discussion Forum web page.
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Members may also opt out of receiving emails and live alerts or change the frequency of email
communication by changing their email notifications in Settings. (There is also a link to Settings
in the left-hand navigation on the home page.) The Settings page includes navigation links at
the top of the page. Some of these navigation links may be greyed out, but you can click on
these links to change your subscription and notification settings.

e Subscriptions: Click on “Unsubscribe” if you no longer want to receive Discussion Forum
notifications. You will no longer receive any email notifications or live alerts when users
post comments or questions to the Forum.
